During the past 3 years Boon has hand made and do-
nated 6 òBlack Powderó  weapons which he has donated 
to various Veterans Charities in Arizona and New Mex-
ico that have been offered through individual raffles.  
To date these 6 weapons have produced over $45,000 
for our Veteran related charities.  Military Families 
Foundation, Inc. in partnership with Boon has created 

òThe Black Powder Projectó to create  a larger footprint 

of what has begun as òThe Power of Oneó...Boon. 

 

Phase I is to develop an eight week curriculum that 
Boon will use to teach the fundamentals of a Black Pow-
der Gun Smith.  Each student will be tasked with build-
ing their own òBlack Powderó weapon and then with 
the assistance of Military Families Foundation, Inc. will 
be given the opportunity to sell, raffle, or just keep their 
own handmade weapon.  As you can see from the pho-
tos attached to this article Boon is one who demands of 
himself the best quality possible and will take the same 

teaching method to his students. 

 

òThe Black Powder Project". is currently looking for a 

home to house the program and hope to have a 1,500 
sq. ft. open space that can accommodate up to 12 stu-
dents with work benches.  The first class will be set at 6 
students and their project will be a 1700õs Flintlock  Pis-
tol 

  

To begin the funding process, Boon has created a rep-
lica of a 1750õs, 50 Cal. òTennessee Hog Rifleó.  This 
type of weapon was used during the Revolutionary War, 
The Battle of the Alamo, the movement Westward by 
settlers, and during many other historical periods.  Boon, 
true to his art, began the process with a large blank of 
Curly Maple cured wood for the stock (as seen in the
